Take frequent water and juice breaks, relax and converse with infants. Include small, sturdy family albums in room

Use warm friendly tone of voice.

Carry young infants to objects of interest

	Resources/Notes
	Music & Movement Area
Turn off radio. Sing and repeat songs daily. Introduce variety of music at select times during the day
	Gross Motor Skills Area
Set up multi level areas

Add plastic covered foam mats and low wedges for scooting and stretching.
	Arrival - Greeting Area: Parent Ed, Nutrition, Health
Display pictures and images relevant to world infants and toddlers. Record mealtimes, diapering and napping. Share information with parents daily

	Identify, point to familiar people and objects in photo albums. Repeat names. Sing songs using children’s names
	Hang mobiles. Imitate baby sounds. Use musical instruments: Banging drum, touching, shaking bells on wrist and ankles.
	Daily: Rotate baskets of grasping toys
Watching bubbles float.

Non Mobile Infants: Visually  track objects
	Introduce simple “Finger Plays”. Roll large colored balls. Hold and squeeze small soft balls

	Outdoor Activities
	Take walks in stroller
	Take infants outside daily.
	Carry infants to objects of interest while outdoors.
	Encourage, acknowledge individual achievements of infants
	Encourage climbing, scooting crawling on grass
