Talk with baby during routine times

Hold babies while feeding

Carry babies to points of interest

Fill up light weight baskets with favorite props. Keep toys with faces

Add blankets and different sized bunnies and bears.

Rotate, move around mobiles and crystals. Carry non mobile infants to hanging wind chimes and crystals. Talk about sounds and colors

Talk during diapering, feeding and playing with baby

	Set up environment to maintain visual supervision at all times

Place varied textured objects on floor

Display plastic, rubber and stuffed animals. Place in baskets for dumping and filling, Add: Push-down /pop up toys

	Responsive Care Area
Social Emotional Development

Use individual names frequently. Keep sturdy photo albums of family and friends. Set up soft, safe comfortable area for snuggling. Respond promptly to babies cues! Talk about upcoming routines and transitions, give warnings e.g. before diapering and feeding.

Play a variety of music

Sing, sway, move to music and dance

	Gross Motor Skills Area
Rotate low wedges for scooting and stretching upper body muscles. Fill risers with small and medium size balls for dumping and filling
	Arrival - Greeting Area: Parent Ed, Nutrition, Health
Carry babies to pictures of self and family, point to  and name people in pictures
