Classroom Jobs

Giving every student a weekly job is an important part of classroom management routine.

it gives every student responsibility over the classroom, ownership in the classroom. and helps the teacher out too!

The students are assigned different roles throughout the week/ school year. Each week a group of students are assigned
a job and the rest are "on vacation." These group of students will keep these jobs for the entire week and then switch
jobs on Monday.

Those students who did not have a job last week or who were "on vacation" will then get a turn.

Line Leader (Lider de la Fila)- This person leads our line each time we leave or return to the classroom.

Caboose (Inspector de Seguridad)
- This person makes sure everyone in our line is safe. They look to make sure everyone gets out of the classroom. Usually
is the last person of the line to make sure everyone is safe.

Door Holders (Portero/a)- Opens and holds the door for everyone. Two weekly. Afternoon and Morning .

Snack Helper (Ayudante de la Merienda)- They help the teacher put out the morning snack. Two weekly. Afternoon and
Morning .

Clean Up Helper (Ayudante de la Limpieza)- After a majority of the class is finished eating, the trash helper starts picking
up the trash. He/ she will look to see whose hands are raised. When a student raises his/ her hand it means they are
finished eating. Oversees the classroom cleanup up.Will also report students to the teacher who are not keeping their
area clean.

Calendar Helper (Ayudante del Calendario)- This person asks the class the month, puts up the date, counts through the
days of the month, changes the days of the week, and helps with any other calendar related activity.

Weather Helper (Ayudante del Clima)- This person checks the weather and fills in the correct box on the weather chart.
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
